Grand Lodge gets underway this Saturday with a small Deputation heading north to install the
new Provincial Grand Master of Ross and Cromarty, Brother Raymond MacKeddie. It was also
hoped to carry out the installation in Sutherland but due to a small, isolated outbreak of Covid
cases in the Golspie area, common sense prevailed, and all Masonic activity was cancelled.

o Our membership of Brethren who belong to Lodges whose Grand Lodges are in amity
with GLoS continues to grow. We now have 820 Brethren spreading news of the
wonderful support featured in the posts on the main SCFS page and on the increasingly
popular SCFS-Showcase, throughout their constitutions.

e During this week, the expanding reach of SCFS was seen by the fact that Brethren joined
